The Golden Gate National Parks Conservancy began
restoring the Redwood Creek ood plain in 2009 in
collaboration with The Natio nal Park Service, US Fish &
Wi ildlife Servic e, California Department of Fish & Game,
California  Coastal Conservancy and many others.
Situat ed near Muir Beach in Golden Gate National Park,
the site has been restructu red to allow the deve lopment

of an expan ded, more natural channel and lagoo n. The
restoration not only provide s an improve d habitat for
local species, but also a bette r expe rience for visitors. The
insta llation of a pede stria n bridge allows visitor s intima te
access without harmin g the environment. There were
many reasons why the Golden Gate Conservancy chose
GatorB ridge for this project. First, alu minum met t he
corrosion resistant requirements necessary for the
environm ent. GatorBridge is a sustainable
pro duct that req uires minimal main tenance. A dditionally,

the inherent nature of our strong yet light weight bridges
creates a minimal environmental impac t during installa-
tion. Finally, the team at GatorB ridge worke d closely with
the Park Conservamcy tiwough the design prowmsss of the
Muir Beach bridge to meet their aestietic needs and tighit
timmediiree .
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
